that “it’s not uncommon” for 
the Council to amend bills.  

“People have concerns and 
they want to make sure we 
are not weakening the bill, 
and we don’t want to do 
anything to weaken the bill 
either,” he said during the 
Council’s pre-stated meeting. 

No Impact on Violence?

He said he and the Coun-
cil would continue to discuss 
the bill with advocates, and 
deferred questions about the 
amendment to Mr. Richards. 

But Mr. Johnson said any 
consideration of amending 
the bill was not tied to the 
rise in shootings, noting that 
the Council’s bill went into 
effect in late July, while gun 
violence began to spike in 
late May. 

“I don’t think these things 
are connected, in any way 
whatsoever,” he said. 

He also dismissed the 
possibility the Council was 
revisiting the bill because of 
the rumored slowdown.

Mr. Richards, who recently 
gained the Democratic nom-
ination for Queens Borough 
President, virtually assuring 
his election in November, did 
not address his amendment 

during the Council meeting 
and didn’t respond to a sub-
sequent request for comment. 

Mayor Suggests Correlation

Mayor de Blasio indicat-
ed he supported the change. 
Unlike Mr. Johnson, he 
suggested there was a cor-
relation between the new 
law and the increase in gun 
violence.

“I think there’s a growing 
recognition that a better bal-
ance needs to be struck so we 
can continue the work of re-
form. But also make sure we’re 
fighting back against this hor-
rible gun violence we’re see-
ing,” he said during his daily 
press briefing Aug. 27.

He called Councilman 
Richards’s proposed change 
“productive and important,” 
adding that it was “really 
based on the voices we’re 
hearing from communities 
all over the city.”

Asked to clarify how the 
new law was tied to the in-
crease in violence, the May-
or, as he has for weeks, said 
a confluence of events, most 
related to the pandemic, had 
contributed to the rise in 
crime. He did not clarify how 
the two matters were related.

“I don’t think the depart-
ment said we can’t honor 
our fallen,” said James Le-
monda, president of the Uni-
formed Fire Officers Associ-
ation. “What they said is we 
should be mindful of social 
distancing, and although 
we are facing a pandemic, 
that will not stop us from 
remembering and honoring 
those we lost.”

He continued, “We can 
still pay tribute to the fallen 
and still do it in a way that 
follows the protocols that 
have been established.”

In an Aug. 17 guidance, 
Fire Commissioner Daniel 
Nigro and Chief of Depart-
ment John Sudnick asked 
members to “balance” their 
commitment “to never forget 
those we lost on that fateful 
day” with “our obligation to 
keep our current and former 
members, and their fami-
lies, healthy and safe from 
the ever-looming threat of 
the COVID-19 virus.”

Conditional Approval

The directive is limited to 
“various events at or near 
FDNY facilities, firehouses 
and EMS stations” and pro-
vided that the department 
would “authorize certain 
events if currently accepted 
protective conditions can be 
adhered to.”

According to the memo, 
“indoor gatherings at any 
FDNY facility are strictly 
prohibited,” and “as per cur-
rent New York State regula-
tions, all outdoor gatherings 
are limited to 50 persons 
maximum.”

It makes face-coverings 
mandatory, and requires that 
“social-distancing of at least 
6 feet between participants 
must be maintained” while 
providing an “adequate sup-
ply of hand sanitizer” for all 
those in attendance.

“All events must be pre-ap-
proved by the Borough Com-
mander/ Bureau Head and 
are limited to two hours 
maximum,” according to the 
directive.

An FDNY source said he 
expected the organizers of

air or blood “by compressing 
the windpipe or the carotid 
arteries on each side of the 
neck, or sitting, kneeling, or 
standing on the chest or back 
in a manner that compresses 
the diaphragm, in the course 
of effecting or attempting to 
effect an arrest.”

Conviction carries with it 
a maximum 1-year jail term 
and a $2,500 fine.

Councilman Jimmy Van 
Bramer, who represents por-
tions of Queens, remained 
unequivocal in his support of 
the original law. 

“I will never vote in favor 
of a bill that seeks to amend 
and weaken the chokehold 
bill we just passed into law. 
It’s just wrong on so many 
levels. To do so in response to 
any Trump-loving PBA work 
slowdown is unconsciona-
ble,” he tweeted hours before 
the Council’s Aug. 27 stated 
meeting, referring to the 
recent endorsement by the 
union of President Trump’s 
reelection. (Mr. Lynch spoke 
at the Republican National 
Convention that evening.) 

During the meeting, 
Brooklyn Councilwoman 
Inez Barron also said she 
was opposed to tweaking the 
law and called on her col-
leagues to display what she 
called “authentic leadership” 
in resisting calls to change it.  

“Police want to be able do 
their jobs with impunity be-
cause they don’t have conse-
quences,” she said. 

Response to Slowdown?

Councilman Rory Lanc-
man, the Justice System 
Committee chair and princi-
pal sponsor of the law, chas-
tised those looking to change 
the law, particularly if doing 
so would be in response to a 
rumored enforcement slow-
down by police.

“The Chokehold Law 
passed 47-3, was signed by 
the Mayor just last month, 
and there hasn’t been a 
single example of an officer 
being unfairly prosecuted or 
unable to arrest a suspect, so 
if as reported the position-
al asphyxiation part of the 
bill is amended to require 
a showing of recklessness 
and physical injury when, 
contrary to NYPD Patrol 
Guide guidance, an officer 
sits, kneels, or stands on a 
suspect’s chest or back in 
a manner that compresses 
the diaphragm, in order to 
appease a police union work 
slowdown, it will eviscerate 
not just the law itself, but 
the rule of law and the le-
gitimacy of the City Council 
as an institution capable of 
overseeing the NYPD.” 

Counci l  Speaker Co-
rey Johnson declined to 
say whether he supported 
changes to the law, but noted

Many Keep It Small

“Traditionally, a lot of dif-
ferent firehouses have very 
small events with family 
members,” said Andy Ansbro, 
president of the Uniformed 
Firefighters Association. “The 
idea that there is only a large 
congregation event is not ex-
actly true. I know from per-
sonal experience my firehouse 
goes to mass every year with 
the family of our Lieut. Bobby 
Nagel, and that is something I 
will do this year.”

In early August, the Na-
tional September 11 Memo-
rial & Museum announced 
that it was canceling its an-
nual Tribute in Light, which 
features two shafts of light 
to commemorate the attack 
on the WTC twin towers. The 
non-profit has felt economic 
fallout from the pandemic, 
with the New York Times 
reporting that a decline in 
ticket sales required layoffs 
and furloughs in June. On 
July 4, the outdoor memorial 
reopened, but the museum 
remains closed.

On Aug. 15, Governor Cuo-
mo pledged the state would 
support the annual remem-
brance and former Mayor 
Michael Bloomberg and the 
Lower Manhattan Develop-
ment Corp. pledged to help 
the non-profit with produc-
ing the signature event that 
requires 40 stagehands and 
electricians.

In a statement, Alice M. 
Greenwald, the president 
and chief executive of the 
museum, praised them “for 
their assistance in offsetting 
the increased costs associ-
ated with the health-and-
safety considerations around 
the tribute this year, and the 
technical support of so many 
that will enable the Tribute 
to be a continuing source of 
comfort to families and an 
inspiration to the world go-
ing forward.”

This year, the 9/11 com-
memoration at Ground Zero 
will rely on a recording of the 
annual reading of the names 
by family members of those 
who perished on the day of 
the attack.

“Out of an abundance of 
caution and in line with the 
guidance regarding social 
distancing, we will not ask 
family members to read the 
names of victims in person 
on a stage this year,” accord-
ing to a notice on the muse-
um’s web-page.
